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Ort- Ort by definition is a scrap or a bit of food not eaten at the end of a meal (leftovers); a scrap of food that you can eat but have chosen not to. Having very little ort is good! Do you think Ort is a left over apple core, or a chicken bone….no! 
While you are here at Camp JOLT at the end of each meal we will be collecting and graphing your Ort! The cabin that has the least amount of Ort at the end of your stay will win an Ort prize from the JOLT staff.
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*Scientist use the metric system therefore each unit of ort is measured in liters.*
Interesting Facts:

· 8% of matter in landfills is food waste.

· Over the course of one year, the average U.S. citizen will generate 474 
               pounds of food waste.

· Americans throw away 1.3 pounds of food every day

· Nearly one quarter of the 4.1 million tons of avoidable food waste is thrown away 
whole, untouched or unopened.

· When food rots, it releases methane, a greenhouse gas which the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) says is 20 times more damaging to the environment than 
       carbon dioxide (CO2).
· In the US, it is estimated that as much as 30% of food gets wasted.

· Each year, Americans discard more than 96 billion pounds of good food. If 5% was recovered it, could provide the equivalent of a day's food for four million hungry people.
